 Visit the Guernsey Occupation museum in the Forest parish. Take a refreshment at 
this stop. The museum offers a unique experience of what life was like in Guernsey 
from 1940-1945.  

Your coach will then take you to various locations  along the west coast where you will 
be able to view German fortifications and arrange access to the Fort Hommet 
Gun Casement  before returning to St Peter Port. 
 
On your return to St Peter Port, if time permits, visit La Villette Underground 
Military museum to gain a further insight into war time Guernsey
